According to the Tradition of Orthodoxy, the Liturgical-Year is the annual cele-
bration of the Economy of Salvation or the Divine Dispensation. The Liturgical-Year of
our Church has Seven Seasons like seven canonical prayer hours in a day and seven days
in a week. The First Season begins on the 8th Sunday before the Feast of the Nativity of
our Lord and is named as Qudos ‘Edto Sunday (Sanctification of the Church) which is
followed by the Sunday of Hudoth ‘Edto (Dedication of the Church). The following six
Sundays of this Season refers to all important Scriptural events and aspects until the birth
of our Lord. Thus, the first season, namely the Annunciation period, presents the great

mystery of Incarnation. The Nativity-fast falls in this period. Through the twenty five days fasting we have to purity ourselves in order to bear Jesus Christ, the Saviour who left His glory and came down from heaven
[Jn 1:18; Phil 2:6-11] for raising us unto heaven. Even though the Feast of Annunciation falls in the month of Nisan (25 March, nine months before the Nativity Feast), it is also commemorated on the fourth Sunday
of the first Period. The Angel of God announced to us the good news about the Incarnation of God the Son which is a sign of the world to come, full of joy and, the presence of the Sun of righteousness through His

divine birth into this world.

The Season of Annunciation begins with the Sunday of the Sanctification of the Church (Qudoshldto). Apparently this Season includes eight sundays, viz, Sanctification of the Church (Koodoshldto),

Dedication of the Church (Hudothldto), Annunciation to Zachariah, Annunciation to St. Mary, St. M.

ary’s visit to Elizabeth, Birth of John the Baptist, Revelation to St. Joseph, Sunday before the Nativity of our Lord

Jesus. So as to befit these eight Sundays, the Qudoshldto is set as the Sunday which comes after 29th October. Even if the Sunday falls on the 29th October, the Qudoshldto will be on the first sunday of November.

This Sunday will mark the beginning of the Liturgical Year. The Annunciation in the Biblical context is linked with a phrase “in the filllness of time”. This phrase is a great message for the Christian world
awaiting the Second Coming of Lord. God’s ways are unique in itself.

The “Feast of Epiphany” in the Eastern Orthodox Churches, marks the first and great appearance or manifestation of the Godhead in the incarnation history. Epiphany, derived from Greek term means “appear-
ance” or “manifestation”. It’s Syriac equivalent is “Danaho” which means “udayam” in Malayalam. This feast is also referred as Theophany. The economy of Baptism of Lord Jesus Christ is commemorated
in this feast. During His Baptism in the river Jordan, the Voice of the Father appeared from heaven and bore witness calling Him as the beloved Son, the Holy Spirit appeared in the form of Dove upon Him,
perfecting the manifestation of the Holy Trinity. When the Son of God, appeared in the likeness of the Son of Man in the waters of Jordan, the entire source of waters on earth has been blessed for the rejuve-
nation and sanctification of the creation. This constructs the main service of the feast, i.e. blessing of the water. A prevailing practice is, the faithful takes away home this blessed water and use it in different
ways, by drinking, sprinkling etc. for their spiritual uplifiment. One of the traditions over the years pertaining to this Feast is, performing baptisms. Infants as well as the catechumens are baptised on this day
marking their rebirth through water and Spirit and becoming heirs of the Kingdom of God.

Another interesting aspect of Church life stringed to the historic event of Epiphany is the priesthood. As the unseen Word became visible and tangible, as the beginningless took a beginning in human form, as the
one who sustains the creation was lulled and leaned at the breasts of Mary; likewise the very High Priest himself becoming the Son of Man, took priesthood from John the Baptist, during the Epiphany at river
Jordan, when John the Baptist laid his hands on Lord Jesus Christ! This is what we sing in the quqgliyon of commemorating the priests (AadyacharyathvamkaikkondAharonMoshayodonnich...) - Moses and
Aaron received the priesthood which was passed down. It went to Zachariah. Then it was given to John. John then gave it to our Lord Who ordained the apostles; and the apostles spread it throughout creation.

The third period of the Liturgical Year is called as the Great Lent Period; which starts from Kothne-Sunday and ends with Gospel Saturday. The Great Lent period has two parts, namely, the Forty days of

Lent which ends on 40th’ Friday and then comes Lazarus’-Saturday, Palm- Sunday which is followed by the Holy-Week. The theme of the Lenten Season is the redemptive work of our Lord, including His death on

the Cross for the redemption of humanity. In all the seven Sundays and the following weekdays, the Church remembers the signs, symbols and wonders that He did for us in order to save us from the bondage of evil

torces and to cure us as well as to witness and take part in His Passion, Death and Resurrection. Thus we meditate from the first sign He did at the marriage Feast of Cana, turning water into wine, to the last, raising

Lazarus from the dead before He entered to Jerusalem for His final Passion and Death on the Cross.

The Mid-Lent (Pathi Nombu) falls on the Wednesday of the fourth week of the Great Lent. In the Pampakuda prayer book, it is also called the Feast of the Holy Cross and this day has been ascribed number

“1”in the list of Festal classifications, that is, to be observed as Moranaya Perunaal or Lord’s Feast. Since the Holy Eucharist is to be celebrated, the Night Prayers will include all those prayers, Psalms and Kuklion

Hymns. The canonical prayers remain that of the Great Lent till the Third Hour Prayers, whereas the Sixth Hour Prayers are done from the Common Prayers (Sheema). The Procession is not obligatory and can be

done if it is convenient. After the celebration of the Holy Cross and installation on the Golgotha, incensing is done by reciting the Kuklion of Holy Cross.

Fortieth Day Friday- The Friday of the Sixth Week of the Great Lent is the Feast of the Fortieth Day (End of Lord’s Forty Days’ Fasting) and this day has been ascribed in the Pampakuda prayer book as

number “1” in the list of Festal classifications, that is, to be observed as Moranaya Perunaal or Lord’s Feast.

The Transfiguration is a theophany - a manifestation ot God, especially of the divinity of Christ, through a display of His uncreated, divine energy. Therefore, the Ortho-
dox Church celebrates the Transfiguration of the Lord as a major feast day.

Several elements of the Transfiguration show that Christ is the Messiah and God.

1. Because God is light (1Jn 1:5), the bright cloud, the shining of Jesus’ face like the sun, and the whiteness of His garment (Mt 17:2, 5) all demonstrate that Jesus is God.
(In some icons this light is shown as beyond white, a blue-white, ineffable color, indicating its spiritual origin.)

this divine glory is Christ’s by nature. From eternity, infinitely before Jesus’ Baptism and Transfiguration, He is God’s Son, fully sharing in the essence of the Father: Jesus is God of God.

2. The Father bears witness from heaven concerning His Son. He does not say, “This has become My beloved Son,” but “This is My beloved Son” (17:5), indicating that
